Fast Facts  
about product registration cards
	The only way to be sure the 

manufacturer will contact you in 
the event of a recall 

	Cannot be used for marketing or 
other commercial purposes 

	Must be postage paid 



What you can do
	As soon as you open the package of a 

durable infant or toddler product, fill 
out the card and put it in the mail.

	Go to the manufacturer’s site to 
register online. A list can be found at 
kidsindanger.org/productregistration

	If you move, pass the product on to 
someone else, or do not receive a card, 
contact the manufacturer.
